ORX publishes 2009 Operational Risk Report
(Zurich, 30 June 2009). ORX (the Operational Riskdata eXchange Association) today published its’ 2009 Operational Risk Report. The Report sets out trends in the ORX Global Loss Database containing 135,000 loss events to an approximate value of €42 billion.
It is the first Report published by ORX since 2007 and marks the advances that the association has made since that date. In May 2007 ORX had 36 members from 13 countries and the Global ORX Operational Risk Loss Database contained 63,554 loss events to a total value of approximately €21 billion. This second Report is published in May 2009 and now ORX has 52 members from 18 countries and the Global Operational Risk Loss Database now contains 135,000 losses to a total value of approximately €42 billion.
